
I. What is “Reformation”? 
 
II. The first (Protestant) Reformation starting in 1517        
restored: 
 
 (1) The proper relationship to Jesus. 
 
John 14:9 NIV  

9
 Jesus answered: “Don‟t you know me, Philip, 

even after I have been among you such a long time? Anyone 
who has seen me has seen the Father. How can you say, 
„Show us the Father‟? 
 
 (2) The office of the teacher. 
 
 (3) Justification by faith (not works). 
 
Galatians 3:26 NIV 

26
 You are all sons of God through faith in 

Christ Jesus. 
 
 (4) Priesthood of all believers. 
 
Weaknesses: Over emphasis of the intellect and correct       
doctrine; rejection of supernatural (powerlessness). 
 
III. Second (Holy Spirit) Reformation starting in 1906         
restored: 
 
 (1) The power and gifts of the Spirit 
 
Acts 1:8 NIV 

8
 But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit 

comes on you; and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, 
and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.”  
 
 (2) The offices of the Apostle and the Prophet 
 
 (3) The anointing with signs and wonders 
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Mark 16:20 NIV 
20

 Then the disciples went out and 
preached everywhere, and the Lord worked with them and 
confirmed his word by the signs that accompanied it. 
 
Weaknesses: Under emphasis of scripture, emotionalism, and 
elitism. 
 
III. We are on the brink of the third (Love) Reformation 
which will restore: 
 
 (1) The Father‟s love and intimacy. 
 
John 17:25-26 NIV 

25
 “Righteous Father, though the world 

does not know you, I know you, and they know that you have 
sent me. 

26
 I have made you known to them, and will continue 

to make you known in order that the love you have for me may 
be in them and that I myself may be in them.” 
 
 (2) And expand the offices of the Pastor and          
 Evangelist 
 
 (3) Relationships: Family and Community 
 
Mal 4:5-6 NIV 

5
 “See, I will send you the prophet Elijah before 

that great and dreadful day of the LORD comes. 
6
 He will turn 

the hearts of the fathers to their children, and the hearts of the 
children to their fathers; or else I will come and strike the land 
with a curse.” 
 
 (4) Incorporating of unbelievers. (Harvest) (Islam)

Reformation?

 And I will give you a new heart, and I will 

put a new spirit in you. I will take out your stony, stubborn heart 
and give you a tender, responsive heart. 
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
